Truth s, sustainabillity is within everyone’s reach

There has been a great deal of
attention paid to sustainability of
late. Yet what does it really mean?
Are many of the efforts merely token
gestures, marketing gimmicks and
green washing? Or are they the real
deal?

To put it succinctly, we are learning
more about environmental sustain-
ability every day. We, as a society,
are slowly building a genuine body of
knowledge and reaching higher levels
of understanding about what it means
to be sustainable and environmentally
responsible.

As such, sustainability underlies
urban planners’ push for densification.
In many respects, this is less a matter
of ideology than it is a realization that
constantly outward expansion of cities,
and their supporting infrastructure,
is not economically sustainable. Many
cities can barely afford to maintain
the infrastructure already in place.

Whose responsibility is sustainability?
It is on each one of us.

| am impressed by the interest taken
by young professionals — many young
people are joining BOMA’s Environment,
Health and Safety Committee. They too
are change-makers.

While many BOMA members have
turned to BOMA BESt as a methodology
to gauge their compliance with
environmental best practices, they
also use it as a platform for continuous
improvement.

And it works. Some buildings con-
structed in the 1960s and 1970s have in-

creased energy performance by as much
as 30 per cent based on their operational
data.

Data is also an important consider-
ation when discussing sustainability.
How can a yet-to-be-constructed
building claim significant environmental
performance in the absence of data?
Sure, building occupancy load is taken
into consideration at the design stage,
but how the tenants perform within
their spaces will do much to influence
overall building performance.

BOMA recognizes the opportunity to
improve total building performance,
and plans to work closer with tenants
through a soon-to-be-introduced Tenant
Module as part of the existing BOMA BESt
program. The goal is to help tenants save
on operating costs and build a healthy
working environment.

Studies have demonstrated that
firms located in buildings with a strong
workplace wellness program have lower
absentee rates and greater productiv-
ity. That savings or cost avoidance goes
straight to the bottom line.

Led by building owners, managers
and tenants who are being fuelled by
the next generation’s youthful energy
and enthusiasm means Calgary can be a
North American leader in the realm of
sustainability and workplace wellness.

Setting a new standard

Stakeholders weaving LEED targets into industry’s fabric

According to the Brundtland Commis-
sion’s landmark 1987 report, sustain-
able development is characterized by it
meeting the needs of the present without
compromising the ability of future gen-
erations to meet their own needs.

Two of the big issues we face today are
carbon emissions and water conservancy
— highly publicized topics that many of us
do not pay enough attention to because
we presume they are out of our control.

Dustin Couzens of Calgary architectural
firm MoDA recently suggested if all com-
mercial buildings were designed to LEED
Silver standards, architects could reduce
the world’s carbon footprint by one-
third. That’s laudable, keeping in mind
architects are under developers’ control.

Many sceptics first greeted LEED
standards with plenty of grumbling, par-
ticularly regarding the amount of extra
work that accompanied the necessary
documentation. But we have gradually
seen a marked increase in the number of
developers who realize the importance
of designs that will be comfortable today
and helpful tomorrow — look no further
than The Bow tower.

All three levels of governments have
also caught on and are now demanding
LEED standards for new buildings, as
are institutions such as the University of
Calgary. Canada Mortgage and Housing

Corp. has even introduced initiatives to
ensure energy-efficient technologies will
reduce the environmental impact of new
residences.

BOMA itself is pushing for architects
to incorporate green technology in their
designs, as well as ensuring building own-
ers employ and train management and
operational staff.

Although we have only seen exterior
renderings of the proposed new Telus
tower, one video uses the slogan “Fusing
iconic architecture with environmental
design.” It goes on to say Telus Sky will be
a LEED Platinum signature development
—atall order, but it is a tall building that
will soar 58 storeys above the 7th Avenue
LRT station and add another 750,000
square feet of downtown office, retail
and residential space.

Aninteresting side note is Telus Sky
lead architect Bjarke Ingels Group is
based in Copenhagen. So are two on the
short list for the new Central Library,

along with five from the U.S. and one
based in Vancouver.

It seems to get a big job in this city, one
has to be associated with a “Starchitect.”
Yet if they are bringing new ideas and in-
novations to our city, perhaps we should
welcome their joint-venture partnerships
with local firms. Perhaps these collabo-
rations will inspire Calgary designers to
convince their clients of the need for
both exceptional design and sustainable
building practices.

While it’s true LEED standards will
stretch budgets at the outset, more
evidence is being put forward to suggest
these standards also create big savings
over time.

Aquick word about water — we use far
too much. | shake my head every time |
drive by landscaping that is being doused
from sprinklers while my vehicle’s wind-
shield wipers are going at full speed.

According to Calgary-based climate-
controlled irrigation company ExactET
Systems, Southcentre Mall saved more
than 12 million litres of water last year
by using weather info to apply optimum
amounts of water when needed. Deer-
foot Meadows saved more than seven mil-
lion, while Westmount Corporate campus
3.5 million litres.

Makes sense to me — and future gen-
erations will appreciate the effort.

High risk, big reward

Canadian industry discovering benefits of sustainability

The path to sustainability can be
fraught with detours and obstacles. It can
also be blessed with unexpected rewards.

The Canadian commercial real estate
industry has made great strides in recent
years when it has come to improving its
relationship with mother nature.

More than 3,800 buildings represent-
ing hundreds of millions of square feet of
Canadian commercial real estate have
applied for certification and/ or recertifi-
cation through BOMA to date.

Through programs such as BOMA BESt
(Building Environmental Standards),
companies are now more equipped than
ever to monitor building performance and
management in areas such as energy, wa-
ter, waste reduction, site enhancement,
emissions and effluents, indoor environ-
ment and environmental management.

But there is more to be done. According
to the recent Canadian Commercial Real
Estate Sustainability Intelligence Report,
Canadian companies still lag behind their
international counterparts on key envi-
ronmental issues.

The study looked at 18 of Canada’s larg-
est commercial real estate companies,
comparing them with international mates
based on 42 metrics. The Canadian sus-
tainability scores lagged behind those
from the U.S., Europe and Australia.

“Stakeholders — including govern-

ments, tenants and investors — are put-
ting increasing pressure on companies to
adopt green initiatives,” says study co-au-
thor Simon MacMahon, global director of
advisory services at Jantzi-Sustainalytics.

“This is about more than just the bot-
tom line. This is a movement toward
corporate responsibility and sustainability
having a concrete impact on the real es-
tate industry.”

Sustainability must be addressed at the
highest levels of leadership, suggests Bill
Black, director of business development
for the Skyline Group of Companies.

“Sustainability is a business strategy
in today’s world and for it to truly work,
there must be a triple bottom line of peo-
ple, planet and profit,” says Black, who
trained as a climate change presenter
under former U.S. vice-president Al Gore.

Black adds that it is possible to be a sus-
tainable capitalist. “What is the strategic
business case for doing little or nothing?”

According to a McGraw Hill Construction
survey, sustainable building practices can
decrease operating costs by an average of
13.6 per cent.

The International Energy Agency, mean-
while, reports energy used in buildings for
the purposes of heating, cooling, ventila-
tion and water can be cut by 75 per cent.

The Jantzi-Sustainalytics report goes so
far as to say the premium for green build-

ings can disappear in some cases. The
tipping point between “green premiums”
and “non-green discounts” may be well
within the traditional 10-year institutional
holding period for investment real estate,
says the study.

University of Calgary environmental
design professor Tang Lee suggests green
building will soon be the new normal.

“I have been appointed to work on
the 2015 National Building Code update,
and up until now, the energy code has
not been enforced. But that is going to
change,” says Lee.

“While we’re trying not to go too far
and make it too restrictive, there will be
standards that must be met in terms of
energy efficiency.”

In fact, mandatory green building cer-
tification is nothing new. In 2004, Calgary
was the first jurisdiction in Canada to
adopt a sustainable building policy that
committed all new developments and
existing facilities undertaking major reno-
vations to meet or exceed the silver level
of LEED standard.

Black says the entire industry has a role
to play in being obstacles or enablers to
sustainability.

“And all have benefits to be realized if
they are willing to align their objectives
and behaviours correctly,” he says.

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Several factors contributing to city’s economic stability

In an uncertain world, the greater Cal-
gary region continues to be a beacon of
stability on the Canadian retail landscape.

Awell-paid workforce, low cost of living
and one of the nation’s lowest unemploy-
ment rates are all major factors contrib-
uting to the city’s economic stability.

With high levels of consumer confidence
and disposable income, Calgary is enjoy-
ing major growth and retail real estate
expansion that is driving the continued
evolution of enclosed shopping centres
and the redevelopment of street retail in
inner-city urban business districts.

Asignificant trend in Calgary’s com-
mercial development continues to be the
emergence of large-format retail power
centres with direct access to major traffic
arteries such as Stoney Trail. Approxi-
mately 23 suburban retail and mixed-use
commercial projects totalling more than
10 million square feet of commercial
space are currently under construction or
in the final planning stages.

Long-term projects, such as a proposed
urban village at the University of Calgary,
are shining examples of the city’s stable
economy. The university has announced
the development of the west campus
lands — a project with a proposed 20-year
threshold. This urban village is expected
to include 6,500 multi-family homes, two
million square feet of office space and
200,000 square feet of retail space.

Other examples of large-format power
centres — which focus on simultaneously
creating residential and retail density —
include Sage Hill Crossing, Seton Develop-
ment, Mahogany Village, Jacksonport,
Calgary West, District at Deerfoot North,
McCall Landing and East Hills.

The evolution of enclosed shopping
centres in Calgary, meanwhile, is directly
related to the surge of American retail ex-
pansions within the region. Chinook Cen-
tre, with approximately 1.7 million square
feet of space, continues to dominate the
local scene with annual sales in excess of
$1,100 per square foot.

The City of Calgary Planning Commis-
sion has approved a mixed-use expansion
of Chinook Centre at 61st Avenue and Ma-
cleod Trail S. that will feature office, resi-
dential, hotel, entertainment and retail
experiences, with a focus on pedestrian-
oriented environments.

The redevelopment of The Core shop-
ping centre in downtown Calgary, com-
pleted in November 2011, has also set a
new standard for shopping centre design.

The Core was honoured in May 2013
with the prestigious VIVA Best-of-the-Best
Award competition from the Interna-
tional Council of Shopping Centres. The
award celebrates the most outstanding
examples of shopping centre design, de-
velopment, sustainability, marketing and
community service worldwide.

Calgary’s skyline will continue to
change over the coming years.

In addition to major towers such as The
Bow and Eighth Avenue Place, the core
will soon add the 775,000-square-foot
Telus Sky tower at 701 Centre St. S.W.
by Westbank, Allied Reit and Telus; two-
million-square-foot Calgary City Centre
at 3rd Avenue and 2nd Street S.W. by
Cadillac Fairview; Brookfield’s 225 Sixth
development, spread out over 2.4 million
square feet at the corner of 7th Avenue
and 1st Street S.W.; the 613,000-square-
foot Eau Claire Tower by Oxford Proper-
ties at 600 3rd Ave. S.W.; 355,000-square-
foot Centre 10 by Centron at 10th Avenue
and 4th Street S.W., and; Mark on 10th, a
320,000-square-foot development at 901
10th Ave. S.W. by Qualex-Landmark.

As new office towers downtown and
suburban office space construction contin-
ues, many retailers from around the world
will turn their attention to other destina-
tion retail environments, such as neigh-
bourhood shopping centres and inner-city
urban business districts.

The city’s top street retail venues will
continue to be 17th Avenue S.W., Mission
(4th Street S.W.), Stephen Avenue Walk,
Marda Loop (33rd Avenue S.W.), Kensing-
ton and Inglewood.

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Industrial overview

Market is getting aggressive in adopting sustainable designs

As an estimated 120,000 vehicles per
day drive past warehouses along the
Queen Elizabeth Il Highway, it’s unlikely
many drivers consider the efficiencies
developers and landlords strive to incor-
porate into their buildings and lands in an
effort to foster sustainability.

However, these industrial develop-
ments, as is the case with retail and
office facilities, need to have systems in
place that will permit operations that are
greener, use less, are easier to maintain
and ultimately save tenants money.

Atenant is a client to a landlord. And
in a highly competitive Greater Calgary
industrial market with more than seven
per cent vacancy, tenants are obviously
going to look at more than just the net
rental rate when negotiating a long-term
lease.

Western Canada’s institutional land-
lords and property managers are getting
ahead of that curve by developing institu-
tional buildings that allow tenants to con-
sume and pay less while getting deserved
credit for operating in a more sustainable
environment.

WAM for example, is achieving LEED
Silver Certification for its 2,265,000-
square-foot Stoney Industrial project.

Precast concrete has long been consid-
ered the premium exterior wall construc-
tion panel for distribution buildings. Yet

WAM is using embossed metal composite
interlocking insulated panels that are
lightweight, non-structural and can be
easily removed and replaced if damaged.

The interlocking panels also create
more of a seamless building envelope
that doesn’t require caulking and
achieves R-values as high as 16 (R8 is a
fairly typical R-value in a pre-cast panel).

Other features include run-off water
cisterns, energy-recovery ventilation to
maximize fresh air flow, the use of low
VOC (Volatile Organic Compound) emit-
ting materials, five-by-five-feet punch
windows above the bay doors every 50
feet to allow for greater amounts of
natural light into the building, and Low-E
coated windows that are able to either
reflect or absorb infrared rays to optimize
solar gain depending on seasonal tem-
perature.

Owner users are as eager as landlords
to capitalize on the benefits of a sustain-
able facility. In some cases, they are able
to use their operational processes to con-
tribute to sustainability.

Moore’s Industrial, a provider of pre-
cision industrial machining, recently
constructed an additional 57,600-square-
foot building for the sole purpose of coat-
ing directional drilling motors. Multi-chip
LED lighting meant an up-front cost more
than three times the cost of conventional

hi-bay lighting, but 70 per cent less power
use, a life span of approximately 80,000
hours and a repayment of investment
within three years of the product’s five
year warranty.

Below the building, two 47,300-litre
cisterns capture run-off water that ser-
vice sanitary water and fire-flow require-
ments, thereby eliminating the use of
water from the potable water supply.

The hallmark item in Moore’s battery
of building efficiencies is in the way the
facility is heated. To produce a stronger,
more heat-resistant product, tungsten
carbide is applied to stainless steel in a
coating process subject to temperatures
between 1,400 and 2,000 C. Heat ex-
changers are able to capture and store
residual heat from the process, virtually
eliminating the use of natural gas to heat
the premises.

Beyond the bricks and mortar, users are
also analyzing how sustainable building
design can be an efficient component
within operational processes. Deconsoli-
dation versus consolidation, last-mile
costs and other supply-chain efficiencies
are being scrutinized and factored into
the cost equations.

As technology, trends and consumers
evolve so does the real estate.

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Suburban overview

Absorption surprises industry insiders

Positive absorption and lower vacancy
rates characterized the suburban office
market for the second quarter of 2013,
while positive absorption had little im-
pact on vacancy rates in the beltline.

Calgary’s suburban office market reg-
istered more than 251,300 square feet
of absorption during the second quarter,

while the vacancy rate responded by fall-

ing to 11.2 per cent, reports CBRE Inc.

The beltline experienced more than
141,600 square feet in absorption. Net
asking rents were unchanged from the
previous quarter.

The suburban market outperformed
expectations with its notable positive
absorption taking a few industry insiders
by surprise.

“Although the vacancy rate looked
pretty high in the suburban market, in
the suburban market, any large spaces
were leased pretty quickly,” says CBRE
executive vice-president and regional
managing director Greg Kwong.

“The only large spaces we’ve seen
have been in Quarry Park.”

It was a different story in south Cal-
gary, notes Avison Young Canada Inc. The
southwest quadrant reported a vacancy
rate of 14.8 per cent, while the south-
east quadrant sat at 6.2 per cent.

The largest block of availability was in
Southland Park I, where 149,000 square

feet of headlease space was available,
representing 1.3 per cent of the quad-
rant’s inventory, reports Avison Young.

Construction continues in south Cal-
gary on major projects such as those at
Quarry Park and Imperial Oil’s campus
facility. These two developments alone
contain more than 1.13 million square
feet of office space and are 73 per cent
pre-leased.

Vacancy in the suburban north for the
second quarter, meanwhile, was flat at
9.9 per cent, reports Avison Young.

The big news in the north is the pro-
posed University of Calgary west campus
development that would create an urban
village, including two million square feet
of office space.

Avison Young estimates the develop-
ment could potentially increase total
inventory in the suburban north market
by 25 per cent.

In the beltline, five projects are cur-
rently under construction, representing
750,000 square feet of leasable office
space. Four of these developments are
scheduled for completion in late 2013.

The recent flooding in Calgary, how-
ever, could have long-term effects in the
suburban office market, notes Avison
Young principal in office leasing Glenn
Simpson.

“lt will be awhile before everything

shakes out, but the flooding will have
some impact on decisions in the future,”
he says. “It may motivate some people to
encourage suburban spaces.

“When you look at projects like Rem-
ington’s Quarry Park, which was built for
a once-every-400-year flood, they can
now say, ‘Look, no water.” And that is go-
ing to be appealing to some people after
what just happened.”

Surprisingly, proximity to public transit
continues to have little impact on the
suburban office market, says Kwong.
However, a shift in attitudes could
potentially shift prices and future
availability.

“l think the one thing that continues
to surprise me about the suburban office
market is that unlike other major cities
— Toronto, Montreal, Vancouver — there
isn’t a tremendous appeal to be near the
LRT,” says Kwong.

The most pressing priority for space-
seekers will be finding large, premium
spots in the suburban and beltline mar-
kets. Class A properties dominated the
absorption totals in the second quarter,
with more than 269,300 square feet of
positive absorption.

“Just as is true in the downtown, it’s
the Class Aspace that is in demand and in
relatively short supply,” says Kwong.

Quarry Crossing is the latest addition to Quarry Park. Located a short walk to The Market
at Quarry Park and adjacent to the future Southeast LRT, Quarry Crossing is an ideal
choice for forward-looking businesses.

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Downtown overview

New developments offer silver lining

Another quarter of negative absorption in
the downtown office market isn’t keeping
the announcement of big projects at bay.

“We’re not at all alarmed by the negative
absorption,” says CBRE Inc. executive vice-
president and regional managing director
Greg Kwong.

“lt’s mostly due to available sublease
space, and it is a short-term blip. There has
been so much growth in supply in Calgary
over the last couple years.”

Downtown Calgary’s office leasing market
continued to be a two-sided story in the
second quarter of 2013, according to Avison
Young Canada Inc. The demand for quality
space remained, demonstrated by posi-
tive headlease absorption in the amount of
53,000 square feet. Sublease vacancy, how-
ever, equalled headlease vacancy as a result
of an additional 343,000 square feet of sub-
let space being introduced to the market.

The combination of headlease and sub-
lease space also resulted in four per cent
overall vacancy, according to Avison Young.

CBRE had the downtown vacancy rate at
six per cent, while Colliers International re-
porteditat5.03 per cent.

Despite the negative absorption, the sup-
ply pipeline for downtown office towers con-
tinued to swell in the second quarter due to
pre-leasing demand from tenants with large
space requirements, according to CBRE.

Construction on Oxford Properties Group’s
615,000-square-foot Eau Claire Tower during
the quarter raised the total amount of space
under construction in downtown Calgary to
2.3 million square feet.

Some major announcements were
also rolled out in the second quarter,
including Manulife’s plans to develop a
500,000-square-foot office tower to replace
Manulife House at 7th Avenue S.W. and 5th
Street S.W.

Telus also announced it will develop a
750,000-square-foot mixed-use property be-

tween 6th Avenue S.W. and 7th Avenue S.W.
on the west side of Centre Street.

Despite the announcements, activity was
slow — attributed to companies taking a
wait-and-see approach to planning for ex-
pansions and investments, says Avison Young
principal in office leasing Glenn Simpson.

“Activity levels have been fairly low, but
it’s starting to come back as commodity
prices seem to stabilize,” he says.

“The uncertainty of the pipeline projects
have had an impact in terms of confidence
though. If companies don’t have to make de-
cisions right now, they’re not going to.”

The majority of sublet space is being of-
fered by major energy companies and en-
gineering firms, according to Avison Young.
Energy companies are responsible for almost
two-thirds of all sublet space in the down-
town, while engineering firms account for
about one-fifth of total sublease space.

This means the approval of a major pipe-
line could trigger immediate contractual
work from pipeline energy firms, causing
that space to disappear quite rapidly.

The future of downtown development,
however, may look a little different than it
has in the past, says Kwong.

“One thing we’re definitely seeing down-
town is a lack of developable, vacant parcels
of land,” he says. “We’re now getting into
a situation where we will have to look at
demolishing buildings to develop new proj-
ects.”

Class C space would be most vulnerable
to demolition. This could become a more
attractive option as a shortage of sizable,
premium AA class space remains scarce.

Colliers reports that AA class vacancy in the
downtown core rose slightly from 1.18 per
cent at the end of the first quarter of 2013 to
1.62 per cent in the second quarter. Sublease
space accounted for almost three-quarters
of all AAclass space available.

Advances in sustainability technology
are easing environmental impacts in the
commercial real estate industry sooner
than many previously imagined.

Modeling (BIM), laser scans, energy model-
ing, virtual construction, off-site fabrication
—areonly the early results of our industry
adopting more technologies,” says Bill Black,
director of business development for the
Skyline Group of Companies and an advocate
for the design of sustainable, high-perfor-
mance buildings.

“This is gaining momentum.”

BIM, for example, involves the digital
generation and management of facilities’
physical and functional characteristics.

The models are shared to support decision-
making about a facility from earliest concep-
tual stages, through design and construction
into operational life.

PCL Constructors Inc. uses BIM tools, also
known as virtual construction, to integrate
virtual construction tools into everyday
work. The technologies are used for plan-
ning, co-ordination and communication on
civil infrastructure, heavy industrial and
commercial buildings construction projects,
says Rob Holmberg, executive vice-president
of Canadian buildings.

In fact, PCL is constructing a new
building on its own campus in 2013. The
$20-million development will use BIM tech-
nologies and 3-D print-outs of the build
components.

The project will be virtually paperless,
taking advantage of 3-D blueprints and plans
accessible on wireless devices.

“We are using this opportunity (con-
structing our own building) to incorporate
innovative techniques that we can apply to
future projects we build for others,” says
Holmberg.

Technology companies themselves are also
helping propel the adoption of new tech-
nologies forward.

Design software firm Autodesk Inc., for
example, offers free software licenses. Since
2010, 350,000 people have also made use
of Autodesk’s Sustainability Workshop, the
company’s free online class that teaches
sustainability principles in the fields of engi-
neering and design.

Autodesk and NASAAmes Research Center
are also now collaborating to research and
develop new technologies that can monitor
and optimize the operational life cycle of
high-performance buildings.

The Autodesk Project Dasher technology
is an experimental BIM-based platform that
can provide building owners and operators
with information on full lifecycle real-time
building performance.

“Our collaboration with NASAAmes is
offering a unique opportunity for Autodesk
to develop, augment, test and validate the
use of BIM as a process for building life cycle
management,” says Autodesk chief technol-
ogy officer Jeff Kowalski.

Of course, not all sustainability technology
is quite as advanced or captivating.

“Some of the technology we use to im-
prove efficiency is actually pretty low-tech,”
says Brookfield Office Properties chief sus-
tainability officer Stefan Dembinski.

“Timed lights and organizing lighting can
really add up over time. That stuff isn’t com-
plicated, but it’s important.”

Brookfield Properties also uses naturally
cooled lake water to supplement the build-
ing’s cooling system, reducing electricity
usage. High-efficiency chillers, equipped
with variable speed drives, also adjust pump
speeds based on load requirements to re-
duce hydro consumption.

Evolving program gives stakeholders tools to go green

It’s been a long, winding road for the
BOMA BESt (Building Environmental Stan-
dards) program.

Yet today, BOMA BESt has evolved from

simply identifying key best practices to pro-

viding common standards, educational and
online assessment tools, independent data
audits and a four-level performance certifi-
cation program.

The national program was launched by
BOMA Canada in 2005 to create realistic
energy and environmental performance
standards of existing buildings based on ac-

curate, independently verified information.

“BOMA BESt was developed to give build-

ing managers, operators and owners a holis-

tic approach to integrating environmental
considerations into building management,”
says Bruce MacKenzie, a verifier for the
BOMA BESt program.

The certification is available for office
buildings, shopping centres, open-air retail
and light industrial properties.

To date, more than 3,800 buildings, rep-
resenting hundreds of millions of square
feet of Canadian commercial real estate,

have applied for certification and/ or recer-

tification through BOMA BESt.

More than 3,000 buildings have achieved
BOMA BESt certification and/ or recertifica-
tion across Canada.

“One of our strongest partners in the
BOMA BESt program is Alberta Infrastruc-
ture,” says BOMA Calgary president and
chief staff officer William Partridge.

“Not only has Alberta Infrastructure at-
tained the largest number of BOMA BESt

buildings with 86 buildings certified or in
process, it has committed to enhancing its
overall environmental performance by tak-
ing many of its buildings from Level 1 certi-
fication to Level 2, 3 and some to Level 4.”

Level 1 certification shows the building
stakeholders have defined their environ-
mental commitments by developing best
practices documents. Levels 2 to 4 indicate
the level of the building’s holistic environ-
mental performance.

“Energy consumption has been an im-
portant key performance indicator since
the beginning of the program — BOMA BESt
buildings consume 16 per cent less energy
than conventional buildings,” says MacK-
enzie citing a National Resources Canada
report from 2005.

BOMA BESt office buildings have also
reduced emissions significantly taking the
equivalent of more than 33,000 cars off the
road for one year.
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Average water consumption intensity for
BOMA BESt certified office buildings is 70
per cent less than the national average, and
almost half of BOMA BESt certified office
buildings divert between 30 and 59 per cent
of their waste from the landfill.

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Sustainabillity skills continue to be in hot demand

Careers in the commercial real
estate industry are ripe with green
opportunities.

From entry-level jobs in construction
and operations to executive positions
such as sustainability vice-president or
chief sustainability officer, green career
paths are plentiful.

The combination of engineering,
science and business talent has made
Calgary one of Canada’s most innovative
and successful cities for green technol-
ogy commercialization, so the demand
for individuals with green building
skills is increasing,” says Jeanette
Sutherland, manager of workforce and
productivity at Calgary Economic Devel-
opment.

“Calgary is fortunate to see continued
growth in residential, commercial and
industrial construction,” she says. “And
with the increasing commitment to
green building practices and standards,
the demand for talent with green build-
ing skills will continue to increase.”

British Columbia and Alberta have the
highest proportion of sustainability jobs
compared to their share of the Canadian
labour force, according to a new report
by ECO Canada, an online resource for
environmental jobs, training and certi-
fication.

It reports more than two million work-

58

ers in Canada spend some portion of
their time on environmental activities,
representing 12 per cent of the total
Canadian labour force.

“There are about 148,000 energy
efficiency professionals in Canada,
and 36,500 work in building design,
construction, maintenance and opera-
tions,” says ECO Canada president and
CEO Grant Trump.

“The skills needed will include people
who can develop sustainability indica-
tors and who can liaise and partner with
all the stakeholders. They won’t just
need to develop sustainability strate-
gies, but will need to implement and
monitor them.

“The top skill in demand in sustainabil-
ity will be budgeting and capital finance.
They will have to build a business case —
especially for new technologies.”

Building operators, in particular, can
have a significant impact on the energy
efficiency of a building, according to the
2011 Building Operator Scoping Study
by the Building Operators Association of
Calgary and ECO Canada.

It found that every category of
stakeholder acknowledged the build-
ing operator as the key driver of energy
efficiency, whether a building’s systems
are outdated or advanced.

Trump notes there is already a sig-

nificant shortage of building operators
inAlberta. He estimates only one-third
of positions will be filled unless more
trained professionals are recruited.

“Whether it is a popular concept or
not, sustainable skills are going to be-
come a prerequisite in our industry,”
says Skyline Group of Companies direc-
tor of business development Bill Black.

“In fact, five to 10 years from now,
there will be new job titles that do not
exist today. Our industry suffers from a
skill-set drought, and this is one of many
ways that the industry could rebrand it-
self as an exciting career path for young
people.”

Sutherland notes local demand contin-
ues to grow for green building construc-
tion workers, roof designers and install-
ers, building inspectors, sustainability
specialists, HVAC specialists, solar hot
water system and thermal installers.

“Major development companies in
the Calgary market are committed to
(green) standards at the highest level,
showing a demand for talent in sustain-
able design and architecture,” says
Sutherland, pointing to projects such
as Encana’s The Bow building, Oxford’s
Centennial Place, Cadillac Fairview’s
Calgary City Centre and Brookfield’s
new 225 SIXTH building.
